● The fund posted returns of 8.75% (Institutional shares) and 8.69% (Investor A shares,

without sales charge) for the first quarter of 2024.

● The fund outperformed its benchmark, driven by security selection in the

pharmaceuticals industry.

● The sector continued to be underpinned by long-term, secular growth drivers and

powerful diversification characteristics. The fund had overweight holdings in the

biotechnology, healthcare providers & services, and medical device & supplies

industries, and an underweight exposure to the pharmaceuticals industry.

Contributors

Security selection in the pharmaceuticals

industry was the largest contributor to

relative returns. At an individual stock

level, an underweight position in Johnson

& Johnson was the largest contributor to

relative performance. The pharmaceutical

company continued to face a litigation

overhang related to its baby formula. An

overweight position in Boston Scientific

was also a top contributor, as the

company received approval from the

Food and Drug Administration for its

pulsed field ablation system.

Detractors

Security selection in the biotechnology

industry detracted from relative returns.

At an individual stock level, an overweight

position in Biogen was the largest

detractor from relative performance as

partner Eisai announced delays to the

subcutaneous formulation of their

Alzheimer’s treatment. An underweight

position in Eli Lilly was another top

detractor, as the company faced

increased competition from a new

generation of weight-loss drugs.

Further insight

During the quarter, the fund decreased its exposure to the pharmaceuticals industry as it

took profits on select companies that had performed strongly. Elsewhere, we increased the

allocation to the medical device & supplies industry, adding to companies with robust

long-term businesses.
